Minutes. The Vestry deferred consideration of the minutes of the November 17
Vestry meeting until the January meeting, to enable circulation of printed copies.
New Business.

* A resolution authorizing replacement of the northbound exit sign, reading “Go In
Peace to Love and Serve the Lord,” was approved, after agreement on slight
changes in wording and script style.

* A resolution authorizing purchase and installation of an exterior storage shed, to
be located West of the Parish Hall kitchen, was approved.

* A resolution authorizing replacement of the carillon system was approved.

* A resolution designating the Rector’s housing allowance for 2010, at the same
rate as 2008 and 2009, was approved.

* A resolution designating the Assistant Rector’s housing allowance for 2010 was
approved.

A motion to approve the draft 2010 budget for Aquia Episcopal Church was

introduced. The proposed budget had been reviewed and approved by the

Administration and Finance committees, following input from ministries. Vestry

discussion centered on the proposed 2.1% salary increase for clergy and lay staff.

This exceeds the 0.6% minimum increase recommended by the Diocese for 2010,

but is intended to partially restore cost of living increases where the Vestry

authorized salary increases at levels below the minimum percentages recommended
by the Diocese during the past three years. (The Administration Committee had
voted to approve the 2.1% increase, while the Finance Committee was evenly
divided, and forwarded the issue to the Vestry for decision.) A motion to amend the
