3. New Business.

e Resolution R-1, to approve revision of the Aquia Church cemetery bylaws, was
introduced. Bill Hoffman, who was chiefly responsible for the revisions,
explained several points raised by Vestry members. Several revisions to the
draft were suggested and approved by the Vestry, including

o Elimination of a statement of specific prices for burial rights in section II
E, while retaining the Vestry’s authority to set prices.

o Correction of a typographical error.

o Substitution of “immediate family members” for the term “children related
by blood” in section II. i. 2, and the term “children” in section IL. i. 3.

o Insertion of a period after “restricted” in section III A. 3, followed by
“Finished” as the start of a new sentence.

The Vestry approved the Resolution and bylaws as amended.
